General Timeline:
» The QE will take place in November and April,
> Students submit their choice of subject exam before their 2nd semester starts;

» Course Instructor review exam paper of their subjects and Exam Committee confirm all the
results by the end of semester (December and May)

Retake Policy:

» Students who failed the QE , will be required to retake the exam of their failed subjects
according to the designated schedule

» Only one retake is permitted and students who fails the examination for a second time will be
discontinued from the PhD programme
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
